Right to information is a fundamental Right. It is part of the
Fundamental Right to freedom of speech and expression recognized in the
constitution and various Supreme Court decisions. The Right is guaranteed in
Universal Declaration of Human Rights and Article 19 and 21 of the constitution of
India.

All the years’ public has had problems in accessing information due to
culture of secrecy, lack of accountability, badly maintained records and illiteracy of
the people.

In order to setout practical regime of right to information and to promote
transparency and accountability in the working of every public authority, the
Government of India have enacted the Right to Information Act, 2005 (Central Act
22 of 2005)

The summary of the Act,

Applies to public authorities,

Establishes statutory right to information

To every citizen who applies for information

Setout exemptions from the right

Provides for the release of exempt information in the public interest

Requires public authority to produce publications schemes

Establishes Independent structure of appeal and penalty

Establishes Information Commission

The public Information Officer designated by the Public Authority will provide

information to the persons requesting under this Act.

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT ACTIVITIES

INTRODUCTION

Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board was constituted by the Government of Tamil Nadu
exclusively for the upliftment of the slum dwellers living in Chennai, other major cities and towns of
Tamil Nadu. The Community Development Wing functioning in the Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance
Board plays a vital role in liaisioning between the Board and the beneficiaries. The policies and
programmes formulated by the Board are brought to reality to the slum dwellers only with the

committed involvement of Community Development Wing.

The Community Development Wing came into existence in 1978 through the initiative of the
then Madras Metropolitan Development Authority to ensure community participation in the Slum

Improvement Programme funded by the World Bank.
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT WING

While the Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board has been initially concentrating on
construction of houses and provision of basic amenities, it was realised that these structures could
not transform the lives of the slum dwellers who were used to living in the slum conditions. If real
development was to be brought amongst the erstwhile slum dwellers, the answer lie in
community based humane approach. The Community Development Wing comprising Social
Workers and Sociologists coordinate the Engineering, Planning and Revenue aspects. The

programmes aim at holistic approach to housing and rehabilitation.
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT ACTIVITIES

l. EMPLOYMENT TRAINING PROGRAMME

The main objective of this programme is to upgrade the skills of slum youth to make them
more employable through Formal and Non formal courses with need based employment

opportunities.

The beneficiaries of the programme are slum youth and women in the age group between
16-40 years with educational qualification ranging from ability to read and write to Xl std

depending on the nature of the course.

The Courses are conducted by competent Government and Non Governmental

organisations that have skilled personnel, adequate infrastructure and placement provisions.

These organisations shall send their proposals with budgetary requirements for the courses for
sanction. The training institutions are selected based on the infrastructure facilities and placement

provision available with the institution.

Stipend

The candidates are provided with stipend to meet their transportation cost to attend the
programme. All the candidates selected for the courses must complete the course failing which

the dropped out candidates must remit the training cost to the Board.

2. YOUTH DEVELOPMENT

Youth is an important resource for the future development of the society. They have great
energy which needs to be diverted for concrete purposes. Slum youth are eager to learn a skill
and participate in their self development and community at large. The youth need to be supported
with life skill training and personality development and leadership skills. Keeping this in view, Tamil
Nadu Slum Clearance Board is the pioneering department to develop a project exclusively for the
welfare of slum youth emphasizing on personality development and life skill education under XlI

Finance Commission.

The objectives of the programme are

i. To strengthen the youth through skill training, gender equality and sensitivity,
awareness creation on sex and sexuality
il. To develop and promote dignity through the proposed training
iii. To make the youth realize their self and their contribution for the well being of
the society
iv. To motivate youth to serve as role models in the society
The following activities are organised in coordination with Non Governmental Organisations

and established institutions

I. Residential training
il. Sports materials for Youth clubs and schools in Resettlement and
rehabilitation areas
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iii. Organising Slum Olympics
iv. Talent Shows

V. Job Fairs

Training Content for the Residential training on Self Development and Community Welfare

3. Self — motivation 7. Sex and Sexuality

4. Substance abuse 8. Yoga and Meditation.

As on date, 950 youth have been trained at a total cost of Rs.3.50 lakhs. It is proposed to
train 3000 youth in the Youth Development activities for the year 2009-2010.

3. RESETTLEMENT AND REHABILITATION SCHEME

Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board has developed five rehabilitation schemes to resettle
households living in river margins, low lying areas and slums affected due to Mass Rapid Transit
system alignment, road margins and families affected by Tsunami. So far, 24,692 families have
been resettled and rehabilitated in Velachery, Kodungaiyur, Pallikaranai Pavement Dwellers

Rehabilitation Scheme, Okkium Thuraipakkam R & R Scheme, Semmancheri R & R Scheme.

The CD staff are playing facilitator's role in the provision of upgradation of shelter units,
community facilities viz. Pre-Schools, Primary Schools, Public Distribution System, Public Health
Centre, Milk Booth, Police Outpost, Community Hall, Burial Ground, construction of Vocational
Training Centre, Income Generation Programmes, awareness creation, formation of women Self
Help Groups and provision of other socio economic facilities in general and Livelihood Support
Programme for the Tsunami affected families in particular for integrated development of the
resettled families. The Community Development Wing Personnel are involved in the three stages

of R & R process viz., preliminary phase, implementation and post resettlement stages.

Under Solid Waste Management, the Green friends are involved in door to door collection of
garbage, segregation and producing and sale of vermicompost manure. This maiden initiative has
not only provided an alternative livelihood to the SHG women, but also paved way for a clean,
healthy and eco friendly environment. This model is to be replicated in the R & R sites by TNSCB.
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4. LIVELIHOOD SUPPORT PROGRAMME - TSUNAMI EMERGENCY ASSISTANCE
PROJECT (TEAP)

The Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board carried out Asian Development Bank assisted
Tsunami Emergency Assistance Project during 2005-09 to rehabilitate the tsunami affected at
North, Central and South Chennai coastal slums by adopting a special initiative and providing
them with livelihood support. The Government have sanctioned and released Rs.498.00 lakhs for

the programme and livelihood activities were carried out benefiting 22,521 families.

However, since more Tsunami affected families resettled at Okkium Thoraipakkam and
other areas like AIR land and Semmancheri were not covered under TEAP, the Government has
allocated one Crore to implement alternate livelihood activities besides extending financial and
technical support to maintain the area focusing on Solid Waste Management. The strategies viz.,
i) formation of SHGs and Federations ii) Providing Revolving Fund to SHGs iii) Entrepreneurial
Development Programme iv) Skill Development and Training programme v) Support for Smaller
Economic activities and major livelihood ventures vi) Capacity Building vii) Community

empowerment are proposed to be adopted for the rehabilitation of these families.

5. ACADEMIC FIELD WORK TRAINING AND RESEARCH ACTIVITIES

The Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board has been one of the pioneering
organisations offering Field based academic training, Research/project guidance and observation

visits programmes in the field of Urban Community Development since 1981.

The Heads of the institutions/ Heads of the Departments shall send requisition to the
Managing Director, Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board, Chennai-5 indicating the names of the
students, Scholars, specifying the type of training referred to above with period of training atleast a
fortnight before the actual day/date of commencement of Training for Research/ project work, for

granting permission.

The Institutions sending students for observation visits to the Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance
Board are charged Rs.250/- as service charges to the Board. The other training programmes are

offered free of cost since the students and the Board are benefitted mutually.

With regard to students/ Scholars undertaking research/ project works they are directed
through their institutions to provide a copy of their dissertations to the Board for reference purpose.
They are also instructed to avail the data and information of the Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance

Board strictly for academic purpose.
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6. ENUMERATION AND VERIFICATION OF SLUM FAMILIES/ ENCROACHMENTS

As part of Community Planning and baseline survey of slums, the Community Development
staff are involved in identification of Project Affected Families (PAFs) in objectionable locations
such as road margins, pavements, railway track margins, and river margins where the lands are
required for development purposes. Apart from this, the CD staff also are involved in community

consultations and rapport building to facilitate better networking and coordination.

7. CRITERIA FOLLOWED WHILE WORKING WITH OTHER ORGANISATIONS:

The Organisations other than Government Departments are selected based on the receipt
of information from the Non Governmental Organisations/Community Based Organisations/

PROGRAMMES FOR 2009-10

Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board a pioneer institution for development and
rehabilitation of urban slums was set up in 1970 for the clearance and improvement of urban slum
areas in Tamil Nadu. It has been implementing various Housing, Slum Improvement and
Rehabilitation and Resettlement schemes to ameliorate the living conditions of the slum dwellers

in Tamil Nadu.

/7. POLICY ON SLUMS

(i) The slums located in unobjectionable poramboke areas wherein equitable distribution of
space to all is not feasible are cleared and tenemental schemes put up.

(i) Wherever in-situ development is feasible, such slums are identified and taken up for in-situ
improvement and provision of basic facilities to make the areas habitable and for provision
of tenurial rights to the occupiers after getting the land transferred to Tamil Nadu Slum
Clearance Board.

(iif) Wherever neither tenemental nor insitu development is feasible, (like in the case of
objectional porambokes like water ways etc.,) Rehabilitation and Resettlement in tenements
in nearby locations with necessary infrastructure is taken up. The cleared site is then
restored to its original use.

a) Apart from the above Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board has taken individual housing
schemes under different programmes like VAMBAY and Rajiv Gandhi Rehabilitation

Package.
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b) To ensure holistic development and economic uplift of the poor, the Board has spear
headed community development activities in the slum under which it imparts vocational

training and livelihood support, specially for the youth and women.
11l. PROGRAMME FOR THE PERIOD 2006-11

Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board has constructed about 99504 tenements during
the past 39 years. In the 5 year period between 2006-2011 it has programmed to construct
88,679 tenements at a cost of Rs.3,218.16 Cr. Out of this 43142 tenements have been completed
or are in progress or at award stage. The balance no. of 45537 tenements / houses are in
different stages of implementation like design and investigation, tender process etc. These 45537

tenements / houses are to be completed by 2011 at a total cost of Rs.2000.00 Cr.
IV. ACHIEVEMENT DURING 2008-09

Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board has taken for construction 23420 tenements /
houses at a total cost of Rs.610.71 crore and as part of it 7587 tenements have been completed
and the remaining tenements are under various stages of progress.

During 2009-10, Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board has proposed to implement the

1. RESETTLEMENT OF THE TSUNAMI AFFECTED / VULNERABLE

FAMILIES

The construction of tenements to resettle the Tsunami affected families in Chennai
and Thiruvallore Districts has been taken up utilising World Bank funded Emergency Tsunami
Reconstruction Project. In other Coastal Districts houses for Tsunami affected Vulnerable families

have been taken up under Government of India funded Rajiv Gandhi Rehabilitation Package.
a. Emergency Tsunami Reconstruction Project (ETRP)

Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board has taken up 13000 tenements at a cost of
Rs.654.72 Cr in Chennai utilising World Bank assistance under Emergency Tsunami
Reconstruction Project programme. As part of this programme, the construction of 5664
tenements at AIR Land, Thiruvottiyur and Okkium Thoraipakkam at a cost of Rs.236.02 Cr is
under progress and is slated for completion by 31.03.2010. Around 6000 tenements are
programmed to be built from Nochikuppam to Srinivasapuram near the Marina at a cost of

Rs.343.20 Cr which is at the pre-construction stage.

b. Rajiv Gandhi Tsunami Rehabilitation Package | — Construction of NGO

Backed out Houses

(i) Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board has taken up the construction of 1217 houses
for Tsunami affected families originally proposed to be constructed by NGOs, but subsequently
backed out at an estimated cost of Rs.45.03 Cr.

(ii) The construction of 923 houses has been completed during 2008-09 and balance

294 houses will be completed in 2009-10 under this programme.
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c. Rajiv Gandhi Tsunami Rehabilitation Package Il - Construction of Houses in
Tsunami Vulnerable Areas

The families living within 1 KM of the seashore in Tsunami vulnerable areas in the
Coastal Districts of Tamil Nadu will be provided with houses and infrastructure. It is programmed
to construct 6839 houses at a cost of Rs.253.04 Cr under Rajiv Gandhi Rehabilitation Package II.
The construction of 2366 houses for which land has been made available under this programme

has been completed / nearing completion.
2. JAWAHARLAL NEHRU NATIONAL URBAN RENEWAL MISSION (JNNURM)

An ambitious programme to rehouse / resettle all the remaining slum families living in
objectionable and unobjectionable locations in Chennai, Madurai & Coimbatore in self contained
tenements with required infrastructure has been drawn up and proposed to make the mega cities,
slum-free by 2013. This massive construction programme has been taken up under the Basic
Services for Urban Poor (BSUP) component of the centrally shared “Jawaharlal Nehru National
Urban Renewal Mission” funded by the Government of India State and beneficiary contribution in
the ratio 50:40:10.

Under this scheme 35,270 tenements are to be constructed as “integrated
townships” in Chennai, Madurai & Coimbatore at a total cost of Rs.1208.55 Cr. in the following
locations. The construction of 11406 tenements is under progress and will be completed in 2009-

10.The balance in Perumbakkam area will be taken after the land is rendered free from litigation.

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3. Xl FINANCE COMMISSION - SPECIFIC NEEDS GRANTS - SLUM
DEVELOPMENT WORKS

It has been proposed to construct 17000 tenements in Chennai and other towns and
to provide Urban Slum Improvement works for 32000 families, besides Repairs and Renewal
works for 29753 tenements at a total cost of Rs.250.00 Cr under this programme.

a. Tenemental Schemes

As part of this programme, utilising the Specific Needs Grants provided Tamil Nadu Slum
Clearance Board has constructed 6591 tenements in Chennai and other towns and work of
construction of additional 2956 tenements is in progress / to be commenced.

b. Reconstruction of Dilapidated Tenements

(i) The District level technical committees headed by District Collector were formed in each
District to evaluate the conditions of the tenements in various towns of the state.

(i) Based on the reports of the technical committees, 6830 tenements in Chennai, Madurai
& Coimbatore were proposed to be demolished and reconstructed at a cost of Rs.170.75 Cr.

(i) Of this 286 tenements in Chennai have been completed and 1746 are in progress in
Chennai and other towns the balance will be completed in 2009-10, if the occupants vacate the
tenements and co-operate in handing over the sites for reconstruction early.

c. Repairs and Renewal Works for the slum tenements

The District technical committees have also recommended repairs and renewal
works for about 29753 tenements. Accordingly it has been proposed to carryout repairs and
renewal works for 29753 tenements in Chennai and other towns at a total cost of Rs.47.88 Cr
utilising the Specific Needs Grants of Xll Finance Commission. The works under are under

progress.
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d. Employment and Training

The scheme has a component to provide Employment oriented training to urban
slum youth at a cost of Rs.1.10 Crore in Chennai and other Districts. It is proposed to impart
training to 5000 youths in nurse aid, cosmetology, car driving, computing, A/c refrigeration, Data

Entry Operations etc.,

4. ELEVATED EXPRESSWAY - REHABILITATION AND RESETTLEMENT OF

PROJECT AFFECTED FAMILIES

Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board has been designated as the agency to implement
the Rehabilitation and Resettlement component of the Elevated Expressway programme.

Slum families living on the alignment of Elevated Expressway along Cooum river will be
resettled in storeyed tenements with required infrastructure and social facilities. Tamil Nadu Slum
Clearance Board has proposed to construct houses for 14000 families at a cost of Rs.560.00 Cr.

The enumeration work is under process. The work of construction of these tenements will be

commenced after the site is handed over and funds are sanctioned by the scheme authorities.

5. URBAN RENEWAL (COMMERCIAL)

Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board has proposed to construct commercial

complexes at vantage locations in Chennai. The surplus proceeds and revenue realized from
these schemes will be utilized to cross subsidize the tenemental schemes and maintain them in a

better way. The details of the Urban Renewal (Commercial) schemes commenced / to be

commenced during 2009-10 are detailed below.

In order to improve the conditions of the urban slums and make it habitable, Tamil
Nadu Slum Clearance Board has taken up basic amenities like roads, street lights, public
fountains, storm water drain, PC units etc., at a cost of Rs.10.00 Cr to benefit 20000 families
during 2009-10 in various towns.

Due to natural population growth, the open places available in
the tenemental schemes have been encroached and the building also need to be repaired /
reconstructed. The families living in these tenemental schemes have represented to reconstruct
the tenements with additional space and facilities. It is therefore proposed to redevelop the
existing tenemental schemes situated near arterial roads in Chennai and to construct multi
storeyed residential buildings in these scheme areas under PPP mode without Government
Budgetary support. The slum families living in these schemes will be resettled in the existing

areas.

The lands required for this programme at Perumbakkam has been encroached by
the local slum families and they have field a writ petition. The construction of 6000 tenements at
Ezhil Nagar, Okkium Thoraipakkam has been impeded due to the writ petition field in the High
Court by the local residents

4. XlI'  FINANCE COMMISSION - SPECIFIC NEEDS GRANTS -

RECONSTRUCTION

The programme of reconstruction of dilapidated tenements requires the eviction and
resettlement of the occupants of the tenements in alternative places. Due to non availability of
space in the schemes and nearby areas the temporary resettlement of the slum families cannot be
implemented as scheduled which affects the implementation of the reconstruction programme
within the time frame.

The occupants of the tenements are non co-operating and require larger tenements.
5. REPAIRS AND RENEWAL WORKS
The occupants of the tenements are not co-operative.

6. ELEVATED EXPRESSWAY

The lands required for the construction of 14000 tenements at Morai Village
Ambattur Taluk is to be alienated by the District Revenue Authorities. The local slum families on
the alignment of the Elevated Expressway are not co-operating for the enumeration.

The commercial structures in the alignment need to be compensated properly.
